DISCLOSURE OF PERSONAL AND PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS AND PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

BUDGET 2010/2011

The Parish Council considered the report of the Clerk, previously circulated.  Following initial work undertaken by the Ad Hoc Working Group, the Clerk in company with the Assistant Clerk and the Internal Auditor (John Williams) had developed the 2009/10 estimated outturn, and a proposed budget for 2010/11 for the Parish Council’s consideration.  This was set out on an updated statement of accounts attached to the report.

The following material points were noted:

(a) The estimated outturn for 2009/10 showed the working balance likely to be carried forward at 31/3/10 to be at least £20,000 over that budgeted.

(b) The proposed budget for 2010/11 ha been prepared with a view to the budget requirement resulting in a precept of the same amount as for the current year (£95,000).  If that were to be agreed, then the income and proposed expenditure in terms of normal running expenses would largely be in balance.

(c) If the precept remained the same, then a reduction in the working balances and eventual accumulated funds could be achieved though additional expenditure on projects.  Apart from donations and the need for provision to enable identified repairs at Daisy Meadow Car Park to be carried out, it was open to the Parish Council to allocate something in the order of £10,000 on other achievable projects.  

(d) Given the budget scenario as presented, the projected level of accumulated funds to be carried forward at the end of 2010/2011 was well within the guideline level previously recommended by the External Auditor. 

Reference was made to the review of areas of expenditure where possible savings or more economic rates could be achieved, in particular insurance and grounds maintenance.
