CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS
Problems with overhanging trees in Elizabeth Way had been dealt with.
The cost of the repairs to Daisy Meadow car park came in under budget at £2650 including VAT.

Grass clippings were being left in the ditch at the edge of The Roothings, causing the water level in the ditch to rise.  Maldon District Council advised that the grass clippings are left to mulch down to preserve the wildlife and this policy is applied to all Parish Councils in the area.
A complaint had been received from a resident of Elizabeth Way regarding the ditch at the back of their houses.  The ditch was full causing flooding, and there was a large tree that needed to be cut back.  The ditch does not belong to the Parish Council and clarification was awaited from Maldon District Council as to who owns the land.  The tree warden at the District Council had looked at the tree and believes there is nothing wrong with it.

PROGRAMME OF WORKS 2010 - 2011
(a)  
Curtains/Blinds to Main Hall
William Bownes confirmed that the quote of £1500.00 for cleaning, fire proofing and relining was for all of the curtains in the main hall and the curtains in the small meeting room.  
Members noted that the quote of £2000 for replacing the curtains did not include the blinds in the small meeting room.  
Councillor John Harrison added that if new curtains were purchased, the quality must meet that of the current curtains.
RESOLVED that 
(i) further quotes for cleaning the curtains need to be obtained;

(ii) a further quote is required to replace the blind in the small meeting room.

(b) King George V Playing Field – Play Area
The painting of the play equipment had commenced, the final coat was pending, weather permitting.

A quote of £660.35 including VAT had been received from Maldon District Council for the works required to bring the equipment up to standard as specified in the RoSPA report.

The surface matting surrounding the roundabout needed replacing as was it was lifting.  A further patch was lifting by the second springer.  D & N will be providing a quote for these works.
RESOLVED that the quote from Maldon District Council for £660.35 including VAT be approved to bring the play equipment up to RoSPA standard.

(c)  
Plantation Hall Decoration

Two contractors were due to quote for the required work during the following week.  As the working group had already received a quote for around £10,000 it was hoped that all three quotes could be presented to the next meeting of the Committee.  Due to the size of the job, the quotes would need to be referred to the Parish Council for ratification.
It was suggested that the work could be completed during the Christmas period when the hirings subside.  It was also suggested that the curtains could be completed within this period also.

A storage problem had been identified within the hall and it was suggested that the three alcoves within the main hall be used for long term storage.
Councillor Michael Edwards advised that the Heybridge Scouts are investigating sites for a new hut and could collaborate with the Parish Council to solve the storage problems.  A report will be presented to the next meeting of the Committee.
