(b) Heybridge Hall ditch
A member of the public has complained regarding grass cuttings being left in the ditch next to The Roothings.  Maldon District Council have advised that this is normal practice to preserve wildlife. The resident was unhappy with the response so further investigation is needed.

Councillor John Harrison advised that approximately two years ago, the administrator for the Parish Council had spoken to the Environment Agency who then took responsibility for the ditch.  No written confirmation was ever presented to members.
