UPDATE ON PROPERTY MANAGEMENT MATTERS


The Committee was updated on the following points:-

Plantation Hall
Water quality monitoring 

The Committee noted that the lagging work had been completed.

Fire Alarm Testing

The Committee noted that the sound beacon in the accessible toilet had been installed.

The Committee noted the quote from M&G Fire to rewire the link from the fire alarm panel to the shutdown relay and accepted the need for this work in the light of the further information supplied by the contractor.  However, the Committee considered the submitted quote to be rather high and requested the Assistant Clerk to seek other quotes for the necessary work and report back to the next meeting.

King George V Playing Field

Replacement picnic bench 

The Assistant Clerk agreed to check the position regarding this work.

Dog Toilet

The Assistant Clerk confirmed that a temporary dog toilet had been installed on the playing field. Further work was necessary to highlight the problems of dog fouling on the football pitch and encourage use of the dog toilet.  A concern as to the possible implications of the toilet being sited in close proximity to the football pitch touchline was noted.

Lighting on Colchester Road

The Committee was informed that a Councillor had received complaints about the four main amenity lights fronting the playing field, which were apparently dazzling oncoming drivers.  It was confirmed that the lights had not been changed in any way. The Committee noted the position.

The Roothings Amenity Area

The Assistant Clerk confirmed that chestnut paling fencing had been erected along the wall with The Roothings.  The Clerk then updated the Committee on another related issue further to that considered at the last meeting of the Parish Council.

Hire of Plantation Hall and Playing Field during recent adverse weather conditions

The Assistant Clerk referred to a request by Heybridge Social Football Club for a refund/credit in respect of their hiring on 13 December. On this occasion the away side had not turned up, but gave no notice beforehand and, as a consequence, the match had been called off by the referee at 1045am.

RESOLVED 

(i)  that the costs of the hiring of 13 December be credited against future hiring of the field/showers/changing rooms by the Club.

The Committee then considered the position of hirings of Plantation Hall and the playing field between 3 and 14 January 2010 cancelled due to the recent bad weather.

RESOLVED 

(ii) that credit should be given for those hirings cancelled due to bad weather.

In view of the forecast and current weather conditions, the Committee agreed to cancel and re-schedule the Open Day planned for 9 January 2010.
