MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

The Minutes of the meeting of the Committee held on 1 April 2010 were received.

DECLARATIONS OF PERSONAL AND PREJUDICIAL INTERESTS AND PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

There were no declarations of interest and no members of the public were present.

UPDATE ON PROPERTY MANAGEMENT MATTERS

There were no matters arising from the Minutes of the previous meeting.


The Committee was updated on a number of items of work in progress and the following points and decisions arose:-


(a)
Plantation Hall
Floor to Main Hall

The Assistant Clerk reported on the deterioration in the condition of the floor surface. The original contractors, Roger Hyde Ltd had provided an estimate for complete stripping down and re-sealing work in the sum of £845.00 plus VAT. 

RESOLVED

(i)   that the estimate of Roger Hyde Ltd be accepted, as being of a specialist nature provided by the original contractors and representing good value for money.

Cracked Wall in Men’s Toilets

This had been mentioned at the previous meeting. There was some serious cracking of plaster in the men’s toilet, which would require repair. The Assistant Clerk reported that two quotes had been obtained:

(ii)  that the quote from STB be accepted and the work authorised.

Repairs to Leaking Roof and Parapet

The Assistant Clerk reported that the work had been completed, but that some redecoration of the administration room was required as a result of the water damage. The day caretaker had offered to carry out redecoration alongside his normal duties.

RESOLVED

(iii) that the day caretaker be authorised to carry out the redecoration of the admin room, and that he be reimbursed for the cost of materials and paid for the additional hours worked as agreed with the Assistant Clerk.

Daisy Meadow Car Park
Removal of Public Toilet

The Chairman reported that he had been in contact with the District Council concerning the imminent removal of the public toilet.  He had investigated the original transfer of property document and understood there was a requirement for the District Council to continue to provide toilet facilities. This required further investigation.  He expected to meet with the District Council in the near future.

Work to Car Park Approach Road 

The Chairman reported that he had visited the site. His view was that it would not be good value to replace the concrete panels, but to deal with the cracked areas.  The technical advice of the District Council as to the best solution had been sought.

COMMUNITY NOTICEBOARDS

The working party had reviewed the requirement for renovations or replacements of the various notice boards belonging to the Parish Council and noted the potential cost of replacements from commercial suppliers.  A quotation had been obtained from a local carpenter, Mr D Burley, for the refurbishment of three (Plantation Hall, Holloway Road and Heybridge Basin) and the replacement of three (Basin Bus Shelter, Ten Acre Approach and Temple Way) at a total cost of £1,139.

RESOLVED that the quote from Mr D Burley, dated 14 April and totalling £1139.00 be accepted as good value for money and that he be authorised to carry out the work.

HEYBRIDGE YOUTH PROJECT

The working group outlined the request of the Youth Project Team to use the Plantation Hall as a base for activities. There was some discussion on what facilities would be required, but it was generally agreed that The Claydon Room would be suitable to begin with, and the playing field could also be utilised during the summer months. The Project Team would need fully to accept the conditions of hire and ensure that responsible adults, fully CRB checked, must be on hand at all times.  Noise nuisance to local residents should be carefully controlled.

RESOLVED that the use the Claydon Room, when available, and at the village rates, be offered to the Project Team.

PROGRAMME OF WORKS 2010/11

There was some discussion as to the items that should be covered by this Schedule as there was some overlap between this and the update on property matters.

 
RESOLVED

(i)   that the replacement of springers on the King George V Playing Field play area be included in the review of play equipment generally;
(ii)  that the project on notice boards could now be deleted as the work to be done had been agreed;
(iii) that the memorial bench project should be removed, since the Parish Council was not involved in the procurement or installation.

Replacement of Curtains to Main Hall 

Councillor Miss L-E Wiebe reported that two quotes had been received and a third was awaited. There were a number of options to be considered in respect of different windows and a costed proposal would be put to the Committee in due course.

Resurfacing/repair of access road and part of Car Park at Daisy Meadow Car Park

This item had been dealt with earlier in the meeting.

Notice Boards

Progress on this item had been dealt with earlier in the meeting.

Installation of Youth Shelter

It was noted that confirmed prices for supply and installation (£7,755.00 and £6,068.98 respectively) had been received and instructions given.  There was some discussion about what was included within the costs, for instance surfacing and an electrical conduit.  It was felt that to provide lighting to the shelter could increase disturbance to local residents, but that power to the shelter should be built in to accommodate any future requirement, such as CCTV. 

Rowan Drive

It was agreed that the issue of the possible provision of adult fitness equipment at this site be deferred to the next meeting.

King George V Playing Field – Play Area

Councillor Kay Ryder produced a short report on progress, including the results of a meeting earlier that day.  The Committee noted the work to date and thanked the working group for its efforts. A cost report and proposals would be put to the next Parish Council meeting.  The possibility of external funding would be investigated.  There was some discussion about the work required on the field fencing. Councillor Kay Ryder agreed to take all views into account and look at available options.
